ith request from the Ministry 

of Health & Sanitation, the 

Directorate of Science, Tech-

The application which works both online and 

offline will create unique identification num-

bers for pregnant women who are seen by 

health workers across all health facilities. It 

will allow the Ministry to track and monitor 

pregnancies and then respond more strategi-

cally in ensuring safe deliveries. This is 

largely to use measurable and innovative 

approaches towards reducing maternal mor-

tality. The Ministry is in constant engage-

ment with DSTI to ensure the application is as user-friendly and accurate as possible, bearing in 

mind the vast digital divide that exists within the population. The goal is to have a remote data-

base that seamlessly shows the Ministry the number of pregnancies registered within a year, 

successful deliveries, locations that are in dire need of intervention etc .

Lack of data use at the health facility, district 

and national levels for policy and operational 

decision-making was underscored among the 

reasons for poor routine data quality. This was 

proven with a presentation showing the last 

login date into the DHIS2 by some DMOs to 

be over two years ago. The uncontrolled establishment of new health facilities was also 

among the factors that vitiates the DHIS2 data quality. The meeting was convened by the Di-

Leadership Meeting held in February 2019 that

tion – AU/Decl.4(XXXII): par. 6(v) (Feb 2019) “that requests the creation of regional platforms 

(Hubs) to support Member States to increase domestic health financing”.  

The engagement drew insights from member states on existing health financing structures, 

programmes and capacity. It outlined the role of the RHFH to ensure that they are context-

specific and meet the needs of the member states. At the end of the 3-day engagement, 

member states developed a roadmap and agreed on the roles of the RHFH for the attention 

of NEPAD and WAHO for further action. Countries in attendance were: Sierra Leone, Burki-

na Faso, Cote d’lvoire, The Gambia, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea Bissau, Mali, Niger, Nigeria, 

and Senegal

he Sierra Leone Field Epidemi-

ology Training Programme has 

on Monday, 29 August 2022 

produced 35 graduates.    

The Sierra Leone Field Epidemiology 

Training Programme   was established 

with the frontline level in 2016 and since 

then, a total of 224 public health profes-

sionals have graduated.  

FETP-Intermediate level was established 

in September 2017 and since its incep-

tion, a total of 39 public health professionals have been trained and graduated. The trained 

professionals are practising applied epidemiology in different sectors of the one health 

framework including human diseases surveillance, animal diseases surveillance, environ-

mental protection agency, public health laboratory, environmental health, and various dis-

eases prevention and control programmes. 

The frontline trainees graduated after they took three months of intensive training spanning 

from May to August 2022, while the Intermediate trainees took nine months from December 

2021 to August 2022.
